OVERVIEW

3.1  Aninsurlance companghall be assessed and classified into different categories in an
assessment year based on a combined quantitative and qualitative criteria approach.

3.2 In order to achieve higher objectivity and transparencyheavier weightage is
assigned to the quantitave criteria whichcarriesa score of 60%, while the glitive
criteria carresthe remaining score of 40% out of a total score of 100%.
